Have you ever wondered, “Should |
search Medline myself, or have IDEX
search for articles written by an expert?”

Automatic prompts for case
results coming your way

Supplying you with the information you need has
always been our goal at IDEX. To that end, IDEX
has instituted a new program that will provide you
with completed case information more often. Since
March, even more IDEX members are updating the
database by providing final disposition of their cases
and experts’ dates of testimony due to a new method
of prompting for case results. As each inquiry for
Testimonial History is received, the date of scheduled
deposition or trial is recorded so an e-mail can be
directed to the requestor 30 days following the scheduled
date. If no scheduled date is provided, a prompt will
be sent six months following the initial inquiry asking
for case results, if none have yet been provided.

Usually, we download abstracts if 25 or fewer articles
are found.
